Tuesdayï USS Yorktown  
The USS Yorktown was the tenth aircraft carrier to 
serve in the United States Navy.  Sign up at the 
front desk to take a private tour of the USS York-
town on Tuesday at 10 AM.   Meet in the lobby at 
9:45am to ride the trolley over together.   The cost 
is $16 for adults and $10 for children under 12 (5 
and under are free).   There is a 15 person maxi-
mum. 
 

Wednesday ï Boone Hall Plantation  
Boone Hall Plantation is one of America's oldest 
working, living plantations.  The trip is from 11am -
3pm and includes house tours, exploring the Gul-
lah culture, slave street and history presentation, 
plantation coach tour, garden tour, and a butterfly 
pavilion.  The Charleston Harbor Resort and Ma-
rina will provide the Trolley ride to and from 
Boone Hall Plantation.  The cost is $15 for adults 
and $7 for children (5 and under are free). 

 

Thursday ï Fort Sumter  
Fort Sumter is the Island Fort where the Civil War 
began. After boarding, you will experience a relax-
ing 30 minute cruise through Charleston's historic 
harbor out to Fort Sumter. The tour is fully        
narrated and explains many points of interest. At 
Fort Sumter National Park, historians will provide  

 
detailed information about the Fort and its role in 
the War between the States. After one hour at the 
Fort, you will cruise back to port.  Meet in the 
lobby at 9:45am to ride the trolley over together.  
The cost is $15 for adults and $10 for children (5 
and under are free).   There is a 15 person maxi-
mum.   

 

Fridayï Kayak Tour  
Join us for a 1/2 day Kayak Tour with Coastal Ex-
peditions.  This tour is for beginners as well as 
experienced kayakers.  Paddle the salt marsh 
creek past Mt. Pleasantôs scenic fleet of shrimp 
boats.  This tour is sure to amaze you with views of 
Charleston from the Harbor and sights of dolphin 
swimming right next to your kayak.  Meet in the 
lobby at 8:50 AM to ride the Trolley to Shem 
Creek.  The tour is from 9:30-12:30pm and is $59 
for adults and $39 for children.  Please sign up at 
the front desk by 5pm on Thursday.   
 

Fridayï Live Music  
Come stop by the Reel Bar tonight to enjoy the 
beautiful sunset over the Charleston Harbor and 
listen to live  music from  a local musician from 
5:00-8:00pm.   There are Happy Hour specials 
from 5:00 -8:00pm with $1 off all bottled beer and 
liquor.  Sit back, relax, and enjoy the scenery! 

 

Saturday ï Towne Centre  
Located just outside of Charleston, the Mt. Pleas-
ant Towne Centre is an upscale shopping experi-
ence in classic southern style.
